Learn To Skate Summer Camp  

AGE/SKILL LEVEL: Open to skaters who have 

completed kindergarten through those entering 

sixth grade.  Classes will be offered to beginner 

and basic skill level skaters (Basic 1-8). (Freestyle 

lessons will depend on coach availability.) 

SKATES:  Rental skates are provided at no extra 

cost.  Campers may bring their own skates, if they 

have them.  Locker rooms are available for 

storing camper’s personal belongings during the 

day. 

DROP-OFF/PICK-UP: Campers may be dropped off 

at 8:45 AM. Early drop-off (7:30 AM) is available 

for $5 per day. Pick-up must be by a parent or pre

-arranged caregiver by 4:00 PM. Late pick-up 

(5:30 PM) is available for $5 per day. 

GROUP LESSONS: Group lessons will be given by 

our staff of professional instructors. Campers will 

be divided by skill level.     

SNACKS: Parents are encouraged to provide  

several nutritious snacks and drinks/water 

for their child.   

OFF-ICE ACTIVITIES: Campers will participate in a 

variety of exciting activities related to each week’s 

theme including crafts, games, and popcorn and 

a movie in the party room. 

LUNCH: Campers may provide their own sack 

lunches and beverages or may choose to pay $6 

per day for a lunch delivered from the food 

court.
